1. Welcome

2.2 Grass Court Season Briefing 

 
Scott Lloyd explained that the paper provided to the Board in advance of the meeting 
was a summary of key areas on LTA activity across the grass court season but that 
there was a lot more detail available should any of the Board wish to see it.   Upon 
request from Sandi Procter, it was agreed that Ben Wiseman would review the 
summary and produce a version which may be shared with the members of the LTA 
council.  

 
4. International Tennis Federation (“ITF”) Board and Presidential Election Candidates 

 
The Board noted that the list of candidates for positions on the board, and as president, of 
the ITF had been included in the Board pack.  After discussion, it was agreed that (during 
The Championships, Wimbledon) Lord Davies, Scott Lloyd and Sandi Procter would meet 
with the two candidates standing for the position of ITF president in order to hear their 
proposals and priorities for the ITF over the next four years and to highlight what the LTA 
would be looking for from the ITF. 
 
It was agreed that a paper would be prepared for the September meeting of the Board in 
order for the Board to determine for which of the candidates the LTA delegates should vote 
at the ITF annual general meeting.
